Zoom Requirements

Chances are you have heard of Zoom and may even 
attended a zoom meeting. If you haven't, it's really 
easy and you can learn how in just a few minutes. 

  

What you need a PC or a Smart phone: 

1. A PC or Notebook PC with a camera and 
microphone. If your PC doesn't have camera and 
microphone built in (mine didn't) you can buy 
one for less than $20 and they just plug into a 
UBS port. 

2. A smart phone 

Note A smart phone works fine but a larger screen 
is best if you have that choice.  

1. You will need to download the zoom software 
before you can join a session. When you go to the 
link for a meeting/session, if you don't have the 
zoom software they will give you an option to 
click on to get it.
